COURSE DESCRIPTION: Intensive study of and practice in writing processes, from invention and
researching to drafting, revising, and editing, both individually and collaboratively. Emphasis on effective
rhetorical choices, including audience, purpose, arrangement, and style. Focus on writing the academic
essay as a vehicle for learning, communicating, and critical analysis. Lab required.

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CLASS PARTICIPATION — QUIZZES & ATTENDANCE (IN-CLASS):
Attendance is very important in this class, almost 25% of your total grade in this class is comprised of in-
class assignments and quizzes and these items CANNOT be made up. In-class assignments and quizzes
range from reading quizzes over assigned readings to in-class essays.

WRITING ASSIGNMENTS:
Students will create a total of 20-25 polished pages of text over the course of the semester in a myriad of
formats ranging from online journal entries to a polished literary essay to a comic-strip literary narrative.

Essays assignments comprise almost 50% of your total course grade. One of your essays will be 2-3 pages
in length including sources with two longer essays (see below) that will be 3-5 pages in length plus sources.
All essay assignments must be submitted via Canvas/Turnltln as outlined in the Course Calendar in
Microsoft Word document format following MLLA8 guidelines. In the event of Plagiarism, the penalty can
vary from correcting MLA documentation, to starting completely over with a new topic, to receiving a zero
for the entire assignment. The instructor will determine the penalty. In addition, the event may be reported
to the Dean of Students’ Office.

THE LITERARY ESSAY/ARGUMENTATIVE ESSAY:

Roughly a third of your total grade will be comprised of a literary essay and an argumentative
essay. I want you to succeed in this class and, more importantly, to leave this class with the ability
to write an essay that is polished and reflective of you grasp of English. To best facilitate learning
the process of crafting an essay in the least stressful manner, your major essays are broken down
into milestones, or steps. Failure to complete any of the milestones will automatically lower your
final grade on the essay by one letter grade.

REVISION POLICY:

You will have one week after the return of any of your essays to revise your work and resubmit the
paper for additional points. I would love for each and every one of you to get an A on your major
paper. If you follow the steps and pay attention to my feedback you will succeed in this class!

JOURNALS: You will be responsible for keeping a journal over the course of the Semester - writing
prompts will be given on the first day of class. You should plan of writing 2-3 pages per week. There will
be 4 Journal Checks spread throughout the semester worth 100 points each.

THE MIDTERM/FINAL EXAM:

The Midterm for this class is worth 200 points and will be made up of 50 question worth 100 points, 5 short
answer questions worth 10 points each, and 1 essay question worth 50 points. The Final Exam for this
course will be comprised of a variety of questions totaling 150 points, 5 short answer questions worth 10
points each, and 2 essays worth 50 points each. We will have an extensive review session before the
Midterm and on the last day of class.
